> Es Carnatge, nature 
and history

Discover this natural coastal strip, 
just 5 kilometres from Palma, whe­
re fauna and vegetation coexist 
with fossil remains and traces of 
past civilisations that allow us to 
learn about the history, culture, 
and traditional uses of the region. 
Cala Pudent, a coastal area of 
geological interest with elements 
of cultural heritage such as Les 
Cases des Carnatge or El Cuartel 
(The Barracks), is worthy of special 
mention. 
- Elements of the heritage of the 
defence, such as the cannon po­
sitions, the trenches, and tunnels 
and the Marés quarries.  
In different areas of Es Carnatge 
you can find fossils and traces of 
organisms that give us an idea 
of what life and the environment 
looked like in the past. One of the 
most interesting, because of its 
exclusivity, is the footprint of a 
Myotragus, a mammal that lived on 
the Balearic Islands 5.7 million years 
ago. A note: it is in the quarries Do 
you dare to look for it?  
Es Carnatge has small sandy coves 
and rocky accesses to the sea, as 
well as a promenade with access 
to Cyclists and pedestrians.

Sendero Azul (Blue Path)
A good way to discover the Car­
natge area and its surroundings is 
the coastal road of Palma, which 
links the Blue Centre, known as Sa 
Petrolera, with its environmental 
education activities on coastal 
ecosystems and sustainable de­
velopment, with the Cala Estancia 
beach, which has been awarded 
the Blue Flag. Further information 
and complete itinerary at:

Na Galera (islet)
The Na Galera (islet) rock, 
surrounded by Posidonia 
meadows, lies in front of the 
Son Caios cove, 150 metres from 
the coast and separated by a shal­
low strait. The discoveries made 
here make it one of the most 
important sites of the Punic peri­
od in the western Mediterranean. 
The site shows important traces 
of human presence, among 
which the remains of a Punic 
sanctuary, built between the 
4th and 3rd centuries BC with 
large Marés stones, stand out.

Es Carnatge is a privileged place in Palma and has 
been declared a Centre of Cultural Interest (CIC), 
and also a Natural Area of Special Interest (ANEI) 
because of its paleontological interest. On the 
other hand, the Na Galera islet has been classified 
as a Cultural Heritage of Cultural Interest (BIC).
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> On the seabed

Would you like to get to know a 
sensational sample of the flora and 
fauna of the Mediterranean and the 
Indian, Atlantic and Pacific Oceans? 
Experience an extraordinary day 
of fun and learning, with more than 
8,000 animals in 55 aquariums 
where you can admire more than 
700 species. In addition, the children 
have guides who will teach them 
everything they need to know about 
the flora and fauna in a didactic and 
playful way.

One of its main attractions is its 
terrace, from which you can enjoy a 
magnificent view of the city‘s seafront 
promenade. Children will have a great 
time watching the replacement of the 
Guard of Honour on the last Saturday 
of each month at 12 noon. This will be 
performed by soldiers from the 47th 
Infantry Regiment of Palma, who will 
perform a historical reconstruction: 
Twenty soldiers, including drums 
and whistles, march to the rhythm 
of early 19th century music.

Visitors in general can 
enjoy its rich architecture, especially 
its ribbed vaults and its palm-like 
helicoidal columns made of stone. 
In addition, to understand a little 
more about the significance of La 
Llotja, there is the possibility of 
guided tours of the terraces (in 
groups of 5 or more) by appointment 
(971 71 17 50 or consolat@caib.

This impressive temple on the shore 
of the sea is called the „cathedral  
of light“ and is considered one of  
the most spectacular and beautiful 
examples of Mediterranean Gothic.  
Its symbolism is not only religious, 
but also ecological, because the 
cathedral is the only temple reflected 
in the waters of the sea.  With the 
subsequent construction of the 
Parque del Mar, this old effect was 
intensified, and now the beautiful 
temple is reflected in the artificial 

saltwater lake of the parks; the 
lake symbolises the sea that once 
reached the city walls themselves.  
Inside, the beauty and stylisation of 
the Gothic style is combined with 
the ecclesiastical heritage and the 
atmosphere of devotion. In addition, 
there is an outstanding art, with works 
by brilliant masters such as Gaudí 
or Miquel Barceló. In this temple, 
twice a year, on 2 February and 11 
November, the „eight effect“ is visible, 
with the interplay of its two Gothic 
and light rosettes with the light - quite 
a surprise for visitors and residents, 
full of tradition and religiousness. But 
children are also main actors: there 
are workshops for childrenand for 
families, guided tours and exhibiti­
ons(visitas@catedraldemallorca.
org). Do not miss the opportunity 
to enjoy this architectural treasure 
with your family. Guided tours are 
also organised on the terraces of the 
Cathedral from May to October.

(Government of the Balearic Islands).

The San Miguel (Sant Miquel) church 
is, together with the Santa Eulàlia, 
Sant Jaume and Santa Creu churches, 
one of the four oldest parishes in 
the city of Palma. It is dedicated to 
the patron saint Miquel de Fabra, 
the confessor of King Jaume I the 

Conqueror. This church is said to 
be located above a mosque.

Once inside 
the church, the side doorway of the 
church, also known as the portal dels 
argenters, or silversmiths' doorway, 
because it was the most common 
trade among the converts, is very 
interesting due to its relationship 
with the history of the Mallorcan 
converts and xuetes. Terrace visit:

construction of the church are 
preserved in the ceiling. In this 
respect, the church is a complete 
heraldic collection, perfect for 
enjoying the history and past of 
Palma through its religious buildings.

The rock 
was erected in 1826, and Archduke 
Louis Salvador of Austria initiated 
the custom of piling up small pebbles 
on the sacred rock as he passed by.

The church has an import­
ant artistic heritage, with carvings of 
a 15th-century Italian nativity scene 
from the Convento de Jesús Monas­
tery, the oldest monastery in Spain.

In 1544 they founded 
the Capilla de Gracia, a small Gothic 
church dedicated to Nuestra Señora 
de Gracia. In addition, and in the 
second half of the sixteenth century, 
they built the convent of Nuestra 
Señora del Socorro, which gave its 
name to the street. Here the monks 
prayed from 1544 to 1835, the year 
in which Mendizábal decided on 
the desamortización (expropriation 
of ecclesiastical property). On this 
occasion, around 600 Agustinian 
monks had to leave Mallorca. 
During the 17th century, the Order 
built a new church dedicated to 
the Virgen del Socorro, which has 
preserved its old Gothic chapel.

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IN THE CITY CENTRE 
OF PALMA
Stroll through the picturesque and 
narrow streets of the city centre 
and enjoy countless shops and 
places. Do you know the craft and 
gastronomy from Mallorca? There is 
nothing better than to stroll around 
on a shopping day full of fun. These 
are the four neighbourhoods we 
recommend in the centre of Palma!

> Borne 
This street is the most important 
and most visited area for shopping.
It offers luxury shops of the best 
brands, and in fact it is also the “Street 
of Designers”, also known as the 
“golden mile” of the Palma. Rialto 
Living, Louis Vuitton, Hugo Boss, 
Escada and Bvlgari. Or Boutique 
Uterqë, located in the restored Ca 
N’Alomar mansion. There are shops 
for every taste and budget on Borne 
Street. If you are also a lover of 
architecture, we recommend Zara’s 
shop, because it is located in one 
of the most beautiful old buildings 
in the city, which used to be the 
most important cinema in Palma.

> Jaime III 
Another important shopping area 
and, before the Borne boom, the 
reference district of the city. It is also 
home to major brands to admire 
shop windows and indulge yourself, 
like Cartier or Lottuse, among 
many others. And if your thing is to 
stroll through a large department 
shop: in this street you will find one 
of the two buildings of El Corte 
Inglés in the Mallorcan capital (the 
second, larger one, is on Avenida 
de Alexandre Roselló).Jaume III is a 
neighbourhood where you can go for 
a walk, compare prices, go shopping...

> Barrio San Nicolás 
Fashion fans and lovers of exclusive 
designs have their place of pilgrima­
ge in this district.

canjoandesaigo.com
It is one of the city’s most traditional ice cream and 
chocolate shops, which looks back on 300 years of 
history. Here young and old alike enjoy the quality of its 
handcrafted products: hot chocolate, almond ice cream, 
horchata or the “cuartos” are the speciality of the shop.

> Colmado Santo Domingo
b Carrer Santo Domingo, 1
Ancient grocery shop that has been selling typical local 
products (cold meats, liqueurs, cheese...) since 1886. A perfect 
place to buy a gift and enjoy the best Mallorcan flavours.

> Colmado La Montaña
b Carrer Jaume II, 27
A small shop specialising in the sale of cheese and 
cold cuts and other typical products of Mallorca. 
The shop was founded in 1941, and as soon as 
you enter it, your mouth starts to water.

> Helados Paco
b Carrer Benet Pons i Fàbregues, 18
His offer is handmade ice cream and frappés since the 40s. 
It currently has a second branch in Blanquerna Street

> Juguetería La Industrial
b Carrer Pas d’en Quint, 8

It is one of the last remaining traditional toy shops in 
Palma offering handmade games, such as board games 
and classic dolls. The counters are very peculiar and 
the whole shop is a paradise for children. A must.

> La Pajarita Bombonería
b Carrer Sant Nicolau, 2

Sweets and chocolates in a shop where 

both artisan chocolate products and traditional bakery 
products are produced according to the season: panellets, 
rosarios, monas de pascua (Easter cake), nougat... Del

> Mimbrería Vidal
b Carrer Corderia, 26 / Carrer Hostals, 4 / Carrer Corderia, 13

This renowned company was founded in 1955. Three genera­
tions work with the same commitment to offer the best 
wickerwork. The shop is specialised in wicker and esparto 
grass articles of excellent quality, such as baskets, hats, 
carpets, made-to-measure curtains and cords. The staff also 
repairs chairs made of bulrush and totora. Handicraft in its 
purest form and a perfect place to learn about this craft.

> Churrería Rosaleda
b Costa de la Pols, 12

It is the most famous “churrería” of the city. (“Churros” 
are a roll of lard fried in hot oil), which are dipped in hot 
chocolate. The restaurant is a must to start the day or 
to relax after a long day of tourism and shopping.
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TRADITIONAL BAKERIES
Enjoy the best local cuisine with tasty offers that will appeal to all your senses. History, tradition, 
and cuisine in exquisite combination. These are the most famous ovens:

Visit a traditional bakery and be 
tempted by the appetizing aromas 
and delicious pastry and bakery 
creations that have been made 
in Palma for several centuries.

> Forn de la Glòria
b Carrer Forn de la Glòria, 7
One of the oldest ovens in the town; its origin dates 
back to 1717. With an Art Nouveau aesthetic from the 
first years of the 20th century, the oven offers bread, 
kitchens, “ensaimadas” (pastries made from a sugared, 
fermented dough baked in the oven, often with a filling 
of cream, pumpkin jam or chocolate)...The oven makes 
all these products by hand, using traditional utensils and 
following old recipes, keeping the local culture alive.

> Forn de la Pau
b Carrer Pau, 12
Its fragrance has attracted young and old for almost 300 
years. The old oven is wood-fired and relies on traditional, 
handmade baking. The oven produces traditional 
products such as “llonguet” (bread rolls), “panades”, 
“cocarois” (stuffed pastries) and “ensaimadas”)... Once 
you are in the oven, you will find it hard to choose.

> Forn del Santo Cristo
b Carrer Peraires, 2
hornosantocristo.com
This bakery has been delighting the inhabitants and visitors 
for a whole century. The first shop of this kiln is located in 
the calle Paraires; but it has two more in Palma (Palma (Sant 
Miquel and Marqués del Palmer). The oven is particularly 
famous for its pastries and products typical of Mallorca, and 
the “ensaimada” is the star of its range. Simply delicious!

> Forn d’es Recó
b Carrer Can Sales, 4
It is a small shop that produces traditional Mallorcan pastries 

such as “panades”, “cocarois” and “ensaimadas”. It is the 
perfect place to get to know this traditional craft and enjoy 
the sweetest and most delicious products on the island.

> Forn Fondo
b Carrer Unió, 15

This is one of the oldest bakeries in town, mentioned 
in documents as early as 1740. Its oven and the unique 
traditional pastries and craftsmanship are particularly 
worthy of mention. The bakery works with old recipes 
and respects the traditional and popular calendar. For this 
reason, the oven always produces only the typical pastries 
for each season. A journey into the past with the palate.

> Forn La Mallorquina
b Avinguda Joan March, 12

The traditional bread is one of its irresistible gastronomic 
products. This old oven is located on the ground 
floor of the Villa Juana Art Nouveau building.

> Fornet de la Soca
b Plaça Weyler, 9

The former Forn des Teatre is located in a 19th century 
building. The Art Nouveau façade, a listed building, has a 
high artistic value. It is a beautiful, historic shop that has 
also recovered the traditional Mallorcan baking recipes.

> Horno San Antonio
b Plaça de Sant Antoni, 6

The perfect place in the centre of Palma to enjoy traditional 
Mallorcan pastries. The oven has been delighting 
young and old since 1936. What will you try today?

MARKETS
This is another way to enjoy shopping with a lot of local and traditional flavour. Palma 
offers you several markets to buy the best products at affordable prices.

> Santa Catalina 
You should not miss this market. Santa Catalina is the meeting 
place for the bohemian people of Palma. The district is famous 
for its market, but also for its restaurants and bars, which are 
“in” throughout the province. Life in the neighbourhood is 
concentrated in the “plaza del mercado” (market square) and 
nearby streets full of small shops, bars and restaurants. The 
whole district itself is a sight to admire: it is like a village in the 
middle of the big city, with a mixture of old and modern styles 
and ways of life. The district owes its name to the former Santa 
Catalina de Alexandria hospital (patron saint of merchants 
and sailors). Not for nothing was this neighbourhood, which 
is close to the sea, the quarter of fishermen and sailors. 
The market was built in 1920 and is the oldest gastronomic 
market in the city. The market is full of meat, fish, fruits, and 
vegetables ...but also has a rich gourmet offer. Its produce 
is much sought after in the best kitchens of the island.
a OPENING HOURS: Monday to Saturday, 
8 - 14 hrs; closed on Sundays.

> Mercado del Olivar
In the heart of Palma, near the Plaza de España, is the Mercado 
del Olivar, in the square of the same name. It is a traditional 
market with the best fruit, vegetables, meat, poultry, fish, 
seafood, cheese, and cold cuts, along with a rich gastronomy 
offer. It is a perfect place to stroll with the family and enjoy 
the traditional trade, its proximity, and the freshness of its 
products. The market offers not only products from the 

orchards and vegetable gardens, meat, and fish, but also a 
rich gastronomic offer, with oysters, sushi, champagne, wines, 
and liqueurs. And to regain your strength, the market offers 
numerous bars and restaurants, cafeterias and a place where 
events are organised.The market also has a supermarket 
and other shops, such as florists, newsagent, hairdresser, 
locksmith, and shoemaker... even a library and a “games 
counter” so that children can have fun while their parents shop.

> Mercado Municipal de Pere Garau
In the Levante district is the Mercado Municipal de Pere 
Garau, in the district of the same name. It is one of the most 
popular and multicultural markets in the city, and also one 
of the oldest, as it was opened as a wholesale market in the 
1940s. It is worth a visit, as it has many stalls, especially of 
fresh produce and specialities: Bread shop, bakery, fruit and 
vegetable stalls, meat and fish shops, sausages and ready-
made meals, as well as bars and other shops, such as florists 
and small craftsmen. On Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Saturdays 
there is also an openair market which attracts many visitors. 
The street then fills with life and flavours. A real experience!

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The Cabrera Archipelago National Park is made 
up of 19 islets located just a dozen kilometers 
off the southern coast of the island of Mallorca.

Archaeological 
heritage 
History, archaeology, culture, art, 
society... Mallorca has an extensive 
archaeological heritage of the 
pre-Talayotic and Talayotic period 
(before our era), which extends over 
the entire island. A very interesting 
proposal for the whole family is a visit 
to the various finds. The most im­
portant Proposals, which are located 
near Palma, are the archaeological 
sites of Capocorb Vell, in Llucmajor, 
and Puig de Sa Morisca, in Calvià. The 
pre-Talayotic period (2500-1400 BC) 
left us with few traces of buildings, but 
numerous burial sites: artificial caves 
and dolmen tombs. The Talayotic 
period (1300-123 B.C.) in turn left us 
the cyclopean monuments called 
talaiots. These are stone buildings 

without mortar, with a central 
chamber, an entrance, and, in general, 
a pillar to support the ceiling.  Usually 
the stone slabs of the ceilings have 
disappeared. The archaeological site 
of Capocorb Vell, in Llucmajor, is one 
of the best preserved and largest 
Talayotic settlements on Mallorca. 
The first excavations were undertaken 

as early as 1918. The site consists 
of several talaiots with several 
chambers. The Puig de Sa Morisca site 
is the most important prehistoric site 
in Calvià. The site enjoyed intensive 
relations and exchange with the 
Phoenicians. Its cultural and historical 
value is invaluable, as is its interest.

An interesting and enjoyable day in 
the Palma area is to get to know its 
pottery tradition and see how this 
craft has developed over the last 300 
years. You can visit different places, 
and also get to know the Museu del 

Fang (Clay Museum). In Marratxí you 
will find the Pórtol and Sa Cabaneta 
villages. Here the tradition of pottery 
is still alive, and the red and white 
clay combine to create filigree 
ceramic pieces. Pots, vases, plates ... 
These proposals include the famous 
siurells, musical instruments with 
clay figures with a pipe characteristic 
of the popular ceramics of Mallorca. 
You will learn how they are made: 
after drying in the oven, they are 
painted white and then they are 
given green and red lines. Siurells 
can be from a few centimetres to 
over a metre in size and generally 
represent human figures, animals, 
or mythical creatures. The route 
starts at the Museu del Fang (Clay 
Museum), where you can learn 
all about this craft. The museum 
is located in a restored mill - Molí 
de Sa Cabaneta - and focuses 
on the traditional pottery of the 

island. Afterwards you can visit the 
recommended pottery workshops: 
Can Bernadí Nou, Ca Madò Bet, la 
Escuela Municipal de Cerámica, Son 
Ros Abelló 45, Sa Roca Llisa 24, Ca 
Na Margalida, Sa Roca Llisa P26, Can 
Vent, Cas Canonge, Ca n’Antònia, 
Pere Coll, L’Albelló-Es Porxet, Sa 
Penya, Ca Bernadí and Can Vich.
